Thaurriculum will include
preparation for credentialing, leadership develaptamily ministry, and discipleship.

We fully understand that there are many trainingemals already created for preparation of pastbis.not
our attempt to recreate the wheel so where we eawiWuse already developed material that accashphk the

above objectives.
There are seven grids that all material must gassigh in order to be useful.
It must be narrow relative to our doctrinal statement and ethosat the licensing level but broader at the

ordination level.

It must be English and Spanish yoked By that we mean that any material that is sebkbcbust be
bilingual to allow for the possibility of havingadses taught bilingually.

It must be scalable It must be able to engage students at a preggatke level and yet reaching to higher
critical thinking and writing levels.

It must be portable. In other words we must be able to take theitrgito the pastors who cannot
disengage from their congregations.

It must be able to be taught by EFCA ministers We will not be coy in saying that we want owaders to
know from the start that we love, believe and expleat they have an inclination to the Evangelteade
Church. While we are kingdom minded, that does not meanwiastand for nothing. We welcome participation i
our training by other students but we are clearre/laee are coming from and where we are going.

It must be affordable. Probably no more need be said.

It must not be technologically challenging.Many of our ministers may not have high end conmsube
broadband access.
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The objectives for the first year of Gateway are¢hfold:

For the student to begin the habit of skillful stud order to grow in knowledge and character.
For the student to be able to fulfill the requirensein order to be licensed in the EFCA.
For the student to become a full fledged membéhnenMinisterial Association.

Because of our mission, distinctives and valueretigevery little need to look for curriculum owsiof our
tradition for the first year. BOMS has establisiieel requirement of knowing, reading and writiRtease see
Appendix | The assignments will be divided into twelve gasients.

Each class will be dedicated to one of the 12 paithe EFCA Statement of Faith.

Reading the Material.

The Student must come to class having answereguigtions in the lesson packet.

The student must come to class with a two pagerpapthe doctrinal point under review. The
writing is accepted in English or Spanish. Thisstrioe done BEFORE the class.

One week after the class the student must rewistpdper considering the input from the class
discussion and facilitator presentations. Withbig rewrite the student will not be able to come t
the next class. At the end of the year all of themaers will be compiled and used as the substance
for the student’s licensing paper.

The student will participate in the discussion over readings, questions and the other student’s
writings on the doctrinal position.

Depending on the district BOMS it might be possiblethe last class of the year to constitute the
licensing hearing.
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As we said, we are only using material that is ybikeEnglish and Spanish. This is not a limitiagtbr
since so much is being written in Spanish. Howavéhe expectation that someday classes may be
bilingual or have a facilitator who only speaks Estg we wanted everyone to be able to look at nelte
that is keyed together so that everyone knows wiegeyone is on the same page.

Facilitators must be members in good standing thieéhMinisterial Association.

Facilitatorsmust serve at their own cost.

Facilitators must be certified by the ADG or GATEWM®irector. A facilitatorapplication will be
provided upon request or on the EFCA/IGATEWAY welgpag

It would be preferable for a facilitator to havélaDiv. or higher.

It would be preferable for a facilitator to be bgual.

Exceptions for the above may be made in temporturgtens only by the GATEWAY Director.

There will be a facilitator evaluation at the ericeeery year.

The facilitatormust collect the required assignments, papersataeddance.

Facilitators will grade the student and that gradeé documentation must be sent to the GATEWAY
Administrative Assistant.

The facilitator must submit attendance and gragderts to the GATEWAY Administrative

Assistant.

An Attendance Record will be provided to the faatlorby the GATEWAY Administrative

Assistant.

Schedules for class meetings must be set and aggptm/the AGD. Any deviation must be
forwarded to the AGD and Administrative Assisthafore the deviation, at least by email.

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APPENDIX I

Course participants study and interact with counaterials their own setting. Participants alsailfyifactical
assignments in their church. Participants then cimgether for sessions to discuss what they harede for that lesson,
share about difficulties, encourage one anothéneréheir thinking and develop an action plan—aiter the careful
guidance of the course facilitator. Four speciapkases make GATEWAY an effective and practicahingj

opportunity.

GATEWAY is a national ministry of the EFCA which works in cooperation with the Regional EFCA District.
The objective is to help pastors and church leatbebg able to glorify God by multiplying healthueches among
all people.

It includes the head, the heart and the handGATEWAY seeks to emphasize not only knowledge dhémt also
character development (heart) and ministry skilln@). Some courses slant more heavily to skillers to heart,
etc. but GATEWAY seeks to emphasize all three aireali of its courses and programs.

It includes training for course leaders.The ministry of the facilitatois critical to the progress and success of the
course. Facilitators also need training and GATEWRE a special focus on training facilitators.

It follows a six-step lesson methodn seeking to offer knowledge and develop wisdorany of theGATEWAY
courses use the following six-step method for daston (The Leadership Baton, Forman; 2004, 74:82;199).

1. Grasp the issueQuestions, provocative thoughts and sound bitgsdueirse participants to identify and focus on the

main issue and theme of the lesson. Example: Owtéffesociety (Europe and North America) emphasiets
indulgence and immediate gratification. Given 8usietal emphasis, why would anyone want to ab$tam eating,
even for a short period of time?

2. Study the scripture. Participants then read and interact with key BfEssages dealing with the main issue of the
lesson.

3. Consult other sourcesOther biblically-oriented literature is also okéerto help the student understand and deal with

the main issue. (Grudem, Olson, etc.)

4. Form your response.Participants then form their initial responselte main issue as they interact with the Bible
texts, literature, questions and assignments dgalith head, heart and hand. Example: Based on Wiate learned
up to now, | believe ...

5. Discuss the issueParticipants then meet as a group and under thetidin of the course facilitator discuss their
initial responses as well as other aspects of lechllvesponse to the issue. One goal of this disicun time is to
challenge the participants to articulate and stteeie initial responses with the other course membeorder to
promote personal “ownership” of the response anddke any necessary revisions and/or additions.

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6. Take steps to obey.At the end of each lesson the participants dratha own action plan as to how they will obey
God and implement what they have learned. Exansaleh participant will write their final draft dfi¢ doctrinal
point and facilitate “Welcome to the Family”.
